The much enjoyed hot weather has dried up a number of creeks so our volunteers are out at Rosewall, Cook, McNaughton, Hart, Hindoo and Emily creeks trying to save as many stranded salmon as possible. We now have a good number of wild fry in our care at the hatchery until the fall weather allows us to release the fish back into their natal stream. Great team work!!
Taking care of our fry at the hatchery is an every day occurrence, feeding, flushing and cleaning tanks, coffee and cookies — for the volunteers of course — coffee isn’t good for youngsters! Even with the many duties at the hatchery our volunteers have managed to do increek maintenance work. A morning was spent on Ackinclose Creek adding woody debris to the stream as cover for juvenile and adult coho; Bob Springs Creek involved removal excess of logs from the stream. Apple/Cherry Creek was a larger plan working with Island Corridor Foundation. This project is to enable returning adult fish access to a greater spawning area.
